--In the beginning God created the heavens and earth.  Gen. 1:1

   He created it out of nothing.  Hebrews 11:3

--God created the angels.  Lucifer was the highest angel. Is. 14:12 “star of the morning”

    means “shining” one.  Lucifer wanted his throne to be higher than God’s Is. 14:13-15.

    (Read: Ezekiel 28:12-15, Isaiah 14:13-14)

--Lucifer sinned and thrown to the earth. Ez. 28:17.  His name changed to Satan, the 

   devil.  1/3 of angels of heaven followed Satan and were thrown out of heaven.  

   Rev. 12:9.  Satan thrown down to Eden .  Ezekiel 28:13.

--Days of creation….

   Day one – God created the Light and Darkness.  (Gen. 1:3-5)

   Day two -  God created Firmament and separated waters.  (Gen. 1:6-8)

   Day three- God created the sea and divided the land, Earth sprouted Vegetation.

    (Gen. 1:9-13)

   Day four – God created the Moon and Stars for Lights and Seasons. (Gen. 1:14-19)

   Day five – God crated the Birds and Fish. (Gen. 1:20-23)

   Day six – God created Animals and Man.  (Gen. 1:24-31)

   Day seven – God rested (Gen. 2:1-3)
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--God made the first man and woman, Adam and Eve.  Gen. 2:18-25

--God gave one command to Adam and Eve, not to eat the tree of the knowledge of good 

    and evil. (Gen. 2:17)  If they ate, they would die, spiritually (Rom. 5:17) and

    physically (Gen. 5:5)

--Sin brings judgment

   The Man was punished (Gen. 3:17-19)

   The Woman was punished (Gen. 3:16)

   The Earth was punished (Gen. 3:17-18)

   The Serpent was punished. (Gen. 3:14-15)

--God promises the Savior would come.  (Gen. 3:15)  From this point the blood line of 

   Jesus starts to showing Jesus’ lineage (Luke 3:23-38) proving He was the promised 

   Messiah.
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--Adam and Eve were thrown out of the Garden of Eden. (Gen. 3:23-24) to keep them

   From eating from the Tree of Life and the would have lived forever in their sin.

   (Gen. 3:22)

--Adam and Eve had two sons, Cain and Abel. (Gen. 4:1-2)

--Cain refused to offer an animal sacrifice (Gen. 4:7).  He offered fruit and then refused

   to sacrifice the animal at the tent door.

--Abel offered the lamb and God accepted his offering. (Gen. 4:4)

--Cain kills Abel. (Gen. 4:11)

--God gave another son, Seth and began “to call upon the name of the Lord.” (Gen. 4:26).

--God used the names of descendants of Adam to Noah tell a message that Jesus, the

    Messiah was coming.

   Here is the meaning of their names:

   ADAM-means Man

   SETH – means Appointed

   ENOSH – means Mortal

   CAINAN – means Sorrow

   MAHALALEEL – Means The Blessed God

   JARED – means Shall Come Down

   ENOCH – means Teaching

   METHUSELAH means His death shall bring

   LAMECH – means The Despairing

   NOAH – means Comfort

   Now read t his message in a sentence.

   Man appointed mortal, sorrow, the Blessed God shall come down teaching, His death

   shall bring the despairing comfort.  This is what Jesus the Messiah did.

--Satan wanted to destroy the blood line so the Messiah couldn’t come. (Gen. 3:15)

--Genesis 6 says that the “sons of God” are “Angels of God” in Hebrew. )  The Fallen 

   Angels married human women, and their offspring were giants. (Gen. 6:4).  The giants

   polluted all of the human race except Noah (Gen. 6:9) his wife, his three sons and their

   wives. 

--God was grieved that He ever made man and said He would “destroy all animals and

   man for they had corrupted their way.” (Gen. 6:12)

--God told Noah to build an ark (Gen. 7:1)

--Animals two by two to go on ark and 7 of the sacrifice animals (Gen. 7:2).

--Noah, his family, animals went on ark.  

--The flood waters came from the fountains of the deep and the canopy (Amos 9:6) over 

   the earth (Gen.7:11) besides the 40 days of rain (Gen. 7:12).

--The water covered all the high mountains everywhere under heaven. (Gen. 7:19)

--The water was 18 feet above the highest mountain ( Mt. Everest ) (Gen. 7:20)

--All mankind and animals died. (Genesis 7:21)

--The fountains of the deep, the sky, and the rain were stopped. (Gen. 8:2)

--Noah on ark 1 yr, 1 month and 27 days.

   Gen. 7:6 Noah 600 yrs old when flood came.

   Gen. 8:13 Noah was 601 plus 1 month, so Noah was on the ark 1 yr. 2 month, 27 days

     (Gen. 8:14)
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--Noah and animals left the ark. (Gen. 8:18-19)

--Noah builds an altar and sacrifices animals. (Gen. 8:20)

--God promises never to destroy the earth and man again by a flood.  (Gen. 9:11)

--God gives a rainbow to be a sign of His covenant that He never would destroy

   the earth with water.  (Gen. 9:12-13)

--God gives a command to Noah, Ham, Shem and Japheth and their family to “Be 

   fruitful, multiply and fill the earth.”    (Gen. 9:1, 7)

--God tells them they now could eat fruit, vegetables and meat to eat. (Gen. 9:3)
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--The people refused to obey God.  They refused to scatter but instead they built a city,

   called Babel , (Gen. 11:9) and a Tower to reach Heaven because they wanted to be 

   great and mighty. (Gen. 11:4)

--This tower was the beginning of a religious system, the Babylonian Mystery Religion   

   where people worshipped idols and not the living God

--Nimrod, a descendant of Ham, founded this empire on the Euphrates River and was the

   first king of the early Babylonian Empire.  

--Nimrod and his wife, Semiramis, were both worshipped as gods.

--The Lord confused the languages (Gen. 11:7-8).  They could not understand 

   each other so they scattered over the whole earth. This was the beginning of nations

   and languages.  (Acts 17:26)

--Family of Ham went into Africa and Arabia .

--Family of Shem went into Assyria .

--Family of Japheth went into Asia Minor and Europe .
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--Idolatry was fast spreading over the earth, dishonoring God for they worshiped animals 

   and man instead of God.  God chose to separate a family from all the families of the 

   earth, that in them He might keep knowledge and the worship of Himself, the one and 

   only God. (Isaiah 43:10-13)

--The one chosen was Abram, whose birthplace was Ur ( Iraq ) of the Chaldees.  

    Terah, Abram’s father was an idolator. (Joshua 24:2)

--God commanded Abram to leave his country and kindred and go to a place that would

    be shown to him.  God made a promise and a covenant with Abram (name changed

    to Abraham).   Read God’s promises to Abram/Abraham in Genesis 12:1-3.  .

    1) Abram would be father of a great nation.

    2) God would give Abram a land.

    3) God promised Abram that through him, his lineage, would come the Savior Jesus

         “in you all of the families of the earth will be blessed.”

--This is called the Abrahamic Covenant.
